SHALER SOCCER VOLUNTEERS ACTIVITY/JOB DISCRIPTIONS:
CONCESSION STAND CO-ORDINATOR – responsible for taking inventory and advising buyers what we need so we are stocked for both boys and girls soccer games.

CONCESSION STAND BUYER – Obtain list of needed items from Coordinator and purchase items  from SAMS.  Take items to concession stand and load in storage/freezer.  Provide copy of receipt to Treasurer to get reimbursed.
CONCESSION STAND OPENER – ARRIVE AT 5:15 – Makes sure all supplies from closet are in concession stand.  Start displaying candy, chips, etc.  Start cheese warmer, start pretzel, etc. Once concession is set and JV works are there, you can leave.  (this job should take about 20-30 minutes)  
CONCESSION STAND CLOSER – At half time of the Varsity game, go to concession stand and make sure cheese warmer is shut off and the Varsity workers understand that they should start restocking and cleaning the concession stand after the halt time rush is over.  At end of game, go over to concession stand and make sure all items are being put away, items restocked and all bins placed back into closet.  Concession stand should be clean and all items returned to closet before leaving.
JV GAME WORKERS - Arrive between 5:15-5:30.  Need to setup stock and begin coffee, hot chocolate, hot pretzels, nacho cheese, etc.  JV games start at 6pm and items need to be ready to be sold. 
VARSITY GAME WORKERS - Responsible for make sure items are put in storage, oven off, coffee/hot chocolate off, cheese machine  cleaned, etc. drinks stocked, and everything is cleaned off..  (Cheese machine should be turned off right before half time. When second half starts, start cleaning machine and stocking items.  It will make closing after game move faster.)
GRILL MASTER – Responsible for setting up grill and cooking the hamburgers and hotdogs.  Person should arrive between 5:15-5:30 to start grilling before JV game, start off with 7 burgers and 16 dogs.  Check to see if additional items are needed before half time, if so grill, then check to see if additional items are needed before JV game ends, if so grill, then one last check before varsity half time, if so grill.  Once no other items are needed.  Clean off grill, shut gas off and place grill back in building. Bottom of grill needs lined with aluminum foil before each grilling, it makes clean up easier.
CONCESSION WORKER SCHEDULER – Responsible for making sure there are volunteers for games.  Names and items made for concession stand is listed and posted to web page so there are no duplicate items for sell at concession stand.  If no one volunteers for a game, responsible for sending out e-mail to recruit a volunteer.
WEBPAGE COORDINATOR – Responsible for posting all updates onto the Website so information is available for all to view.  All updates will be posted to Website, so parents should check the website for information.  This will be Boosters main communication tool.
BANQUET HELPER – Responsible for assisting the Banquet Coordinator (usually Booster VP) in getting gifts ready and banquet set up. Banquet is usually held end of November.  Coordinator would advise of what assistance is needed.  Also assist in passing out gifts to players when Coaches call out the player’s name.

BANQUET PROGRAMS – Responsible for gathering pictures, players names, coaches info, to make program for players.  Boosters have examples of banquet programs.
BANQUET VIDEO – Responsible for gathering photos of players from games for all players usually the team photographer will provide some pictures but should ask fellow parents taking pictures for copies or check Facebook postings, and coordinate with music to play at banquet.

SENIOR NIGHT – Volunteers should be the Junior Parents, usually a team of 4 people.  Responsible for organizing food donations, senior booklet, flowers, balloon arch, and picking game with coach for senior night.  There is a book that is handed down each year with contact information to help coordinate this event.
HOMECOMING COORDINATOR – Responsible for coordinating volunteers to work stand set up, stand sales, and stand close/ breakdown and clean up.  Responsible for organizing haluski makers and drop off times.  Responsible for obtaining the Homecoming stand permit from school.

MIDDLE SCHOOL PARENT REP – This person is the go between with the Shaler Soccer Boosters and the Middle School team.  Many times the Boosters are not aware of all the players on the Middle School team and we are trying to track down payment, information, etc at the last minute so no player is missed at the Banquet.  This position would assist in getting player information to the Boosters.
